WHEREAS, men who are educated about the value of preventative health will be more likely to
participate in health screening; and

WHEREAS, fathers who maintain a healthy lifestyle are role models for their children and have happier,
healthier children; and

WHEREAS, Men’s Health Network worked with Congress to develop National Men’s Health Week as a
special campaign to help educate men and their families about the importance of positive health attitudes and
preventative health practices; and

WHEREAS, the Men’s Health Week website has been established a and
features resources, proclamations, and information about awareness events; and

WHEREAS, Colville Men’s Health Week will support awareness on a broad range of men’s health issues,
including heart disease, diabetes, mental health, prostate, testicular and colon cancer; and

WHEREAS, the citizens of this state are encouraged to increase awareness of the importance of a healthy
lifestyle, regular exercise, and medical check-ups;
